1860  This Indian estimate is conservative. It reflects census totals after 1880. Some 200 settlers came to
Franklin and Pierce, and several missionaries still remained.

1863 A September census omitted Franklin, Paris, and some scattered miners but recorded 20,116 in areas that
remained in ldaho. Only 877 women and 512 children were included. An earlier 1863 census (adjusted for
omissions) doubtless would have exceeded 40,000 before seasonal mining operations ended. Counting
Indians, but omitting transient emigrants, all of Idaho's original territory (including Montana and practically
all of Wyoming) approximated or exceeded 80,000 in population.

1864 A census count (18,977) omitted a still larger Mormon total that was thought to be within the boundaries of
Utah.

1870  In order to include some scattered miners as well as many Mormon communities erroneously counted in
Utah (adjusted slightly to compensate for rounding Idaho's total to 22,000), Idaho's Caucasian census figure
is increased from 10,618 to 13,466. In 1870, only 47 of approximately 4,200 Indians were enumerated.

1880  Only 165 of about 4,000 Indians were recorded, but from 1890 on, most (but not all) were listed.
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
