
Traditional Ways of Knowing Teacher Professional Development Travel Funding 

There are scholarships available to help cover the travel costs for 4-8th grade teachers attending the Roots of 
Wisdom Professional Development March 3-4th, 2023. There are fifteen scholarships available at $200 
(within 50 miles), and ten scholarships available at $600 (over 50 miles). 

A limited number of scholarships are available and are awarded based on these criteria: 

• You must be an Idaho Teacher (or from a Federally Recognized Tribe within Idaho), teaching grades
4-8th

• You must be attending the Roots of Wisdom Professional Development, March 3-4th

• Priority will be given to teachers based on both resources available and distance
• Scholarships will be awarded on a first come first, serve basis until funds are depleted

Please note: 

• Teachers must arrange for their own transportation, hotel, and food. Light breakfast and lunch will be
provided at the PD on the 3rd, light breakfast will be provided on the 4th.

• Scholarships are awarded and released upon your attendance of the event and will be disbursed 2
to 4 weeks after.

• Teachers are required to complete and sign the Application form.
• Applications must be received by March 1st.
• A completed W-9 form must be included with this application.
• Once the application is received, a representative from the Idaho State Historical Society will review

and notify you of the status of the application. You are not guaranteed the funds until you receive
an official confirmation letter from the Idaho State Historical Society representative.
